As I began to reflect on the first-half of the 2009-2010 school year, I was impressed 
by the numerous humanitarian activities in which both our students and parents 
participated and how these activities reflected our goal to develop students who 
understand and embrace the concept of citizenship, that being an active member 
in our society is an important part of life.  I was filled with pride as I surveyed the 
wide array of organizations, people in need and those who are less fortunate than 
themselves in an attempt to make the lives of others better. Some of the most

It cost on an average of 

$75-85 per student, or about $24,000 to host the after prom party, this includes games, prizes, food, tee shirts and a bus 

trip back to Glenelg.  Weôve been working hard to raise money, but still need to raise approximately $9,000 more. You 

can help us by making a donation, attending our fundraisers and by volunteering your time to help.

Seniors should file FAFSA  
Seniors were given extensive information and 

handouts in December about how to get financial aid 

for college and technical schools.  All students who 

want to be considered for any type of aid, including 

work study experiences on campus, scholarships or 

grants, must file the Free Application for Federal 

Student Aid (FAFSA) by March 1 or earlier if your 

school requires it.  It is important to file early!  The 

FAFSA is much like a tax form and should be filed 

on-line at www.fafsa.ed.gov   as soon as possible 

after January 1.  Many colleges make their financial 

aid decisions between February and April.  Start by 

pre-registering for two pin numbers (one for the 

parent & one for the student) at www.pin.ed.gov .   

You will be given an opportunity to make corrections 

to your FAFSA on the Student Aid Report (SAR) you 

receive.  This gives you a little more time to finalize 

your taxes.
